You Are His Witnesses! 

 
 

Isaiah 43:10-13 Ye are my witnesses, saith the LORD, and my servant whom I have chosen: that ye may know 

and believe me, and understand that I am he: before me there was no God formed, neither shall there be after 

me. I, even I, am the LORD; and beside me there is no saviour. I have declared, and have saved, and I have 

shewed, when there was no strange god among you: therefore ye are my witnesses, saith the LORD, that I am 

God. Yea, before the day was I am he; and there is none that can deliver out of my hand: I will work, and who 

shall let it? 

 

Websterôs Dictionary says that the word witness comes from an Old English word 

meaning knowledge.  And further defined as: ñone that gives evidence; one who 

testifies in a cause; one asked to be present during a transaction so as to be able to 

testify that it took place; one who has personal knowledge of something; public af-

firmation by word or example.ò  When we see the scope of the word witness, we 

see that it is someone who can vouch for, attest to, or simply confirm something or 

someone. 

 

When we realize the unique position the Lord has placed us in, we are given the 

responsibility to tell others not only of the evidence and the knowledge of His exis-

tence, but also that He is the only God and Saviour.  We are to affirm that He alone 

declared, saved, and showed.  He wasnôt working in conjunction with any other gods, because the LORD de-

clared that there was no other God formed before Him, and neither will there be any God formed after Him!.  

The LORD was profoundly declaring that He Is It., all there ever was, and all there ever will be.  What a reve-

lation! 

 

The Bible states in Acts 1:8 But ye shall receive power, after that the Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye 

shall be witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost part 

of the earth. Thus, if we have been filled with the Holy Ghost, we are to witness.  We are to tell others that 

Jesus is God manifest in the flesh!  We are to witness that Jesus is the only way you can be saved!  We are to 

witness that there is no other Savior, no other God, that when God manifested Himself in flesh, He didnôt cre-

ate another God, He simply made Himself known.  Now it is up to us, His witnesses, to tell others, if they 

want to be saved, they have to go through Jesus Christ.
